Interaction between
the UN and ILO in protection of labour rights.

Discipline is intended to reveal to the
audience the genesis of the content and
features of international labor law as a part of
contemporary public international law, to
outline the range of key actors that have
international legal rights and obligations in
the field of labor and employment, with
particular attention to the International
Labour Organization (ILO). An analysis of
the international legal framework of ILO
activities carried out with a particular
emphasis on the principle of tripartism, the
specifics of law-making and monitoring
available to the organization is given. Central
to the course are human rights in the field of
labor and employment, which are considered
from the standpoint of the general
international legal protection of human rights
and protection standards and the ILO
supervisory mechanisms.
