The main goal of this course is to provide students with an overview of the main areas of
research in media regulation and to teach them to identify the criteria for identifying problems
related to media regulation and practice.

to show the main sources of media law and the basic principles of media
regulation in Russia and abroad;
to acquaint students with the legal foundations of editorial activity and the scope
of the rights and responsibilities of the subjects of mass information relations;

to introduce the basics of copyright and the general requirements for content in

the media;

activities and carry out professional activities in accordance with these norms of law;

to introduce case law and give experience in identifying typical violations that
arise in the course of professional editorial activity;

to develop the skill of reading and analyzing the main sources of mass
information law.
