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I. GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS OF WORK

The relevance of the research is due to the increased interest of world historical
and political science in the transformation of international relations in the post-bipolar
period, as well as to the growing role of Southeast Asian states in shaping a new regional
security architecture. The modern system of interaction between states is undergoing a
profound restructuring. The processes of redistribution of spheres of influence, the
weakening of traditional centers of power and the strengthening of regional players create
conditions for the emergence of new configurations of political interaction. Under these
conditions, the focus is increasingly shifting to the Asia-Pacific region, which acts as a key
platform for strategic rivalry between major powers and a zone of dynamically developing
multilevel integration.

One of the most significant sub-regions of the Asia-Pacific region is Southeast Asia,
where states demonstrate not only high rates of economic development, but also increasing
independence in foreign policy. The Kingdom of Cambodia, located in the center of
Indochina, occupies a strategically advantageous geopolitical position and participates in
the most important regional cooperation formats. Since the end of the twentieth century,
the Kingdom has gone through a difficult path of political stabilization, post-conflict
reconstruction and international reintegration, which has brought it to a new level of
participation in regional and global processes. Today, Cambodia is becoming an active
actor in international politics, whose decisions have an impact on the overall dynamics of
relations in Southeast Asia and ASEAN.

Russia, with its historical experience in supporting Cambodia during the most
critical periods of the 20th century, retains significant potential for developing cooperation
in the political, humanitarian, military-technical and economic spheres. After 1991,
bilateral relations underwent a stage of regulatory and institutional renewal, expansion of
the diplomatic base, and the formation of new areas of interaction. The gradual
strengthening of Russia's position in Asia, the shift of foreign policy priorities to the East
and the intensification of its presence in the ASEAN countries give special importance to
the study of the Cambodian-Russian partnership.

The study is particularly relevant due to the fact that in 1993-2023, Cambodian-
Russian relations underwent qualitative changes related to the recovery from the period of
Cambodia's international isolation, the modernization of its foreign policy strategy and the
desire for multilateral integration, the expansion of areas of bilateral cooperation in the
face of new geopolitical challenges, as well as increased external pressure from global
actors influencing the maneuver space. Russia and Cambodia. Against the background of
these processes, there is an increasing need for a comprehensive historical and political
analysis of the main directions, mechanisms and trends in the development of Cambodian-
Russian relations, which will allow an objective assessment of the potential for their further
strengthening and determine their place in the system of international relations in the Asia-
Pacific region.



Literature review of the research problem is represented by three main groups of
works by Russian and foreign researchers.

The first group includes works devoted to the theoretical aspects of the processes
of regionalization and regional transformation taking place in Southeast Asia. This group
allows us to assess the political and economic framework in which ASEAN and Cambodia
interact. This group includes the works of such researchers as Jong-yun Ba!, A.D.
Voskresensky?, A. Johnston®, A. Karimova*, P. Katzenstein®, N. Kosolapov®, M. Lagutina’,
M. Lebedeva®, A. Lake and P. Morgan®, D. Lemke'?, L. Fawcett'!, B. Hette!?.

In recent years, there has been a lively discussion in the academic community about
how to analyze international relations and regional specifics of Southeast Asia.
Nevertheless, the issues of methodology for studying international organizations in the
Asia-Pacific region have not yet been widely covered in both domestic and foreign
scientific literature. In the course of a comparative analysis of theoretical approaches to
the study of ASEAN, the author was greatly assisted by the works of A.A. Acharya'®, N.

The second group includes works devoted to the peculiarities of Cambodia's foreign
policy and Russia's place in it. Addressing them allowed the author to comprehensively
explore the peculiarities of this actor's thinking on issues of regional security, foreign trade
and investment, and the place of relations with Russia in the system of foreign policy
priorities.

In Russian and foreign historiography, Cambodia's foreign policy is one of the most
researched, interesting, but also the most difficult topics in the light of the rapidly changing
political and economic situation in Southeast Asia. The works of prominent Russian
international orientalists from the Institute of Oriental Studies, the Institute of China and
Asian Countries and the Institute of World Economy and International Relations of the
Russian Academy of Sciences, as well as the Institute of Asia and Africa at Moscow State
University and others are devoted to various aspects of Cambodia's foreign policy. Among
them, the works of such scientists as H.H. Bektimirova®®, E.A. Kanaev?’, E.V. Kobelev3?,
E.V. Koldunova*’, G.M. Lokshin*’, N.P. Maletin*', D.V. Mosyakov*?.

Among the works of N.P. Maletin®, it is necessary to mention the monograph
"ASEAN: four decades of development", published in 2007. It examines the integration
processes in Southeast Asia, the prerequisites for the creation of ASEAN, as well as the
process of gradually overcoming the split of the region into two groups - East Indochina
and ASEAN countries. It 1s worth highlighting the work of N.P. Maletina's "Cambodia's
Foreign Policy 1953-1998"#, which allowed the author to analyze the main directions of
Cambodia's foreign policy activities against the background of general political processes
in Southeast Asia after World War II before the country's accession to ASEAN in 1999.

Of particular importance for this dissertation was the monograph of the authoritative
Russian researcher of Cambodia, D.V. Mosyakov, "The History of Cambodia. XX
century"#. This scientific work allowed the author to analyze the complex political and
economic realities that led to a change in the types of government in the country.

To study the regional vector of Cambodia's foreign policy, conducted through the
institutions of multilateral cooperation established under the auspices of ASEAN, the
author studied the works of L. Jones*, J. Komori*’, S.S. Tan*, D. Yonglin®. A serious
analysis of the processes preceding the institutionalization of the East Asian Summit is
carried out in the works of R. Stubbs*’, T. Terada’'.

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The economic features of the development of the dialogue between Cambodia and
Russia are reflected in a number of works by Russian Orientalists. First of all, the works
of E.Ya. Arapova?, L.V. Arunova®, E.A. Kanaev®*, G.M. Kostyanina>, V.M. Mazyrin*®,
A.A. Rogozhin®’ should be noted.

It is worth highlighting the works of E.S. Burova®®, which reflect the features of
Cambodia's economic development and provide an in-depth analysis of factors and trends
in trade and investment cooperation with Russia.

The third group includes works devoted to the Asian vector of Russia's foreign
policy. These works make it possible to understand the reasons, formats, and features of
the implementation of Russia's "turn to the East".

One of the leading scientific schools studying the problems of Cambodia was
formed on the basis of the Center for the Study of Southeast Asia, Australia and Oceania
at the Institute of Oriental Studies of the Russian Academy of Sciences. The head of this
center is one of the most prominent experts in the field of Oriental studies, history and
foreign policy of Cambodia, D.V. Mosyakov. The range of problems studied in D.V.
Mosyakov's works® is quite wide and covers such issues as the regional system of relations
in the Asia-Pacific region, the established international institutions in Southeast Asia, as
well as the foreign policy of major powers (Russia, China, the United States) in them.
Special attention to D.V. Mosyakov pays special attention to Russia's foreign policy in
Southeast Asia and in ASEAN-centric formats.

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In the collective monograph "The Countries of Indochina in ASEAN: key aspects
of development" edited by A.A. Butko, E.A. Kanaev, V.N. Kolotov, and V.M. Mazyrin®,
they conduct a comprehensive analysis of the internal development and foreign policy
strategy of the Indochina countries, paying special attention to the study of the forms,
results, and prospects of mutually beneficial cooperation between this sub-region and
Russia and the EAEU, including in the field of military-technical cooperation.

The collective monograph "The Asia-Pacific region: Yesterday and Today" edited
by D.S. Panarina contains valuable material for analyzing Russia's foreign policy in
Southeast Asia, along with a study of a wide range of issues related to the political,
economic and cultural development of the countries of the region®!.

The fundamental monograph "The Asian Turn in Russian Foreign Policy" deserves
special mention: Achievements, problems, prospects"?, prepared under the editorship of
A.V. Torkunov, D.V. Streltsov and E.V. Koldunova. Referring to this work allowed the
doctoral candidate to analyze the strategic goals, challenges and results of the reorientation
of Russia's foreign policy towards the Asian direction, with a special focus on its policy in
the countries of Southeast Asia. The monograph has significant scientific value for
understanding the structural foundations, diplomatic instruments and future trajectories of
cooperation between the Russian Federation and key partners in ASEAN.

The authoritative school for the study of Russian foreign policy in Southeast Asia
was formed on the basis of the ASEAN Center at MGIMO of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Russian Federation. This Center is successfully headed by the famous
political scientist E.V. Koldunova®. Within the framework of this Center, the scientific
team's agenda is to penetrate into the depths of the problems of socio-economic, political,
cultural and humanitarian development of the ASEAN countries, as well as the Russia-
ASEAN dialogue partnership.

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policy in the Asia-Pacific region. The work has significant scientific value for
understanding the specific mechanisms, problems and opportunities of cooperation
between the Russian Federation and the countries of Southeast Asia in the format of
multilateral diplomacy.

The specifics of cooperation between Russia and Cambodia in the field of culture
are reflected in the monograph by G.M. Lokshin, E.V. Kobelev, V.M. Mazyrin "The
ASEAN Community in the modern world"®. In this paper, the authors analyze in detail
the goals and successes of creating the ASEAN Cultural Community, into which Cambodia
is integrated. This issue is also addressed by such authors as J. Adriani®, L.V.
Gladchenko®’, K. Keng-Lian®®, S. Sreisur, N. Chandarit® and others.

Concluding the review of the study of the research topic in Russian and foreign
historiography, we can conclude that the scientific discourse covers a wide range of issues
on Cambodian-Russian relations, ranging from the regional context to political relations
and issues of economic cooperation. However, it is worth noting that the historical
dynamics of bilateral cooperation, starting from the times of the USSR, has received the
most in-depth study. At the same time, the specifics of bilateral relations at the present
stage have not received systematic study in the Russian and foreign scientific communities.
This dissertation is intended to partially solve this problem.

The object of this research is the bilateral relations between the Kingdom of
Cambodia and the Russian Federation.

The subject of the research is the political, trade, economic, cultural and
humanitarian areas of relations between the Kingdom of Cambodia and the Russian
Federation, their content, forms and trends.

The purpose of the study is to identify the specifics of the development of relations
between the Kingdom of Cambodia and the Russian Federation, as well as to identify the
factors that influenced this process, problems and prospects for interaction.

To achieve the intended goal, it is necessary to solve the following research tasks:

— to reveal the specifics of the retrospective of cooperation between Cambodia and
Russia;

— to consider the goals and objectives of Cambodia's foreign policy at the present
stage;

— assess the place of Southeast Asia in Russia's foreign policy;

— to explore the development of political ties and the formation of the normative

basis of bilateral relations;

— to study the specifics of bilateral cooperation in the field of trade and investment;

— to analyze the content, trends and prospects of military-technical cooperation
between the two countries;

— to study the cultural and humanitarian aspects of the bilateral Cambodian-
Russian cooperation.

The chronological scope of the research topic covers the period from 1993 to 2023.
The lower limit is due to the holding of multiparty elections in Cambodia, which put an
end to the civil war and led to the restoration of the monarchy, the restoration of the
Kingdom of Cambodia, as well as the adoption of the Constitution. The upper limit is
determined by 2023. In September 2023, following the results of the parliamentary
elections in Cambodia, a large-scale change of power took place, which led to the
formation of a new government headed by Hun Sen's eldest son, Hun Manet. In this regard,
it becomes necessary to analyze the degree of adjustment of the Kingdom's foreign policy
priorities. At the same time, observing the principle of historicism, in order to analyze the
prerequisites of modern Cambodian-Russian relations, the author turns to the history of
their interaction during the Soviet era.

Main Sources of Data. The solution of the tasks set became possible thanks to a
thorough analysis of a wide range of published sources in Russian and English. The sources
used to develop the topic can be divided by type into: regulatory, clerical, media, statistical.

The first group contains regulatory and legal sources, among which the
Constitutions of Cambodia” and Russia’! occupy a special place. These documents play
an important role in understanding the foreign policy of each country, as they set out the
doctrinal foundations, national priorities, and goals of the foreign policy of the states. To
understand the course of the foreign policy of the Kingdom of Cambodia, it is necessary to
refer to the Constitution adopted by the Constitutional Assembly in Phnom Penh on
September 21, 1993. This Constitution states that the country is an "independent,
sovereign, peaceful" State pursuing a policy of neutrality and non-alignment’2,

In addition, the author studied the conceptual documents on the foreign policy of
the two countries in order to get an idea of the basic values and principles on which their
foreign policy is based. Referring to the Concept of the Foreign Policy of the Russian
Federation from 2023 allows us to determine what place Cambodia occupies in the system
of Russia's foreign policy priorities”. In the context of Russia's multi-vector foreign policy,

the main integration structures of the Asia-Pacific region and, above all, in ASEAN, where
Cambodia is a full member state. Cambodia's foreign policy document "Foreign Policy
Direction" for 2021 reflects the current foreign policy guidelines of the Government of
Cambodia’™. Its value lies in defining the Kingdom's current strategic priorities and
approaches to international relations, which makes it possible to determine an official
position on key regional and global issues.

International treaties should also be included in this group of sources, in particular,
the dissertation referred to those treaties that created the legal framework for the subsystem
of international relations established in Southeast Asia: the Bangkok Declaration of
ASEAN 19677 and the Concept of the ASEAN Regional Forum for the period up to
20207%. To solve the tasks set in the dissertation and systematically study the bilateral
relations between Russia and Cambodia, the author studied the bilateral agreements, which
record the result of the agreements reached on various areas of cooperation: economics’’,

These
sources are of key importance for analyzing relations between Russia and Cambodia, as
they demonstrate the evolution and institutionalization of their dialogue at two levels:
bilateral and multilateral.

The author also referred to the materials of international organizations. The order
of the EEC Board on the draft Memorandum of Understanding with Cambodia® indicates
the desire to bring trade and economic cooperation to a supranational level, integrating the
kingdom into the area of interests of the Eurasian Economic Union. To analyze the
contribution of the international community, led by the United Nations, to resolving the
military and humanitarian conflict in Cambodia, the author turned to United Nations
sources: the UNTAC archive, UN General Assembly Resolution 2022%.

Of particular value are archival materials about the activities of the USSR Embassy
in Cambodia, stored in the Archive of Foreign Policy of the Russian Federation®®. The
author also referred to the materials of the meetings of the CPSU congresses®’, at which
decisions were made regarding the USSR's foreign policy in the Asia-Pacific region and
Cambodia. The study of these documents is of great importance for conducting a
retrospective analysis of cooperation between the USSR and Cambodia.

The third group is media sources — joint declarations®®, speeches and statements
by the leaders of Cambodia®® and Russia®, foreign ministers®! and ambassadors®? of the

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two states. These speeches were often programmatic in nature, which allowed the author
to identify the position of Russia and Cambodia on a number of issues in bilateral relations.

The fourth group consists of statistical sources prepared by various international
databases”, government or international structures®. The importance of this group of
sources lies in the fact that they provide insight into the dynamics of socio-economic
indicators affecting trade and investment cooperation, as well as provide empirical material
that complements the understanding of the regional context. Accessing the database of the
Ministry of Tourism of Cambodia® gave the author the opportunity to track changes in
tourist flows over the period under study and identify priority areas for the development of
bilateral relations in this area.

Thus, the source base of this research is quite representative and well-founded,
which allowed the author to carry out a comprehensive and comprehensive analysis of the
problem of dissertation research.

Methodology of research. The theoretical and methodological foundation of this
work was the school of political neorealism. It focuses on national interests, which are the
main prerequisite for any actions of States. The author studied the bilateral relations
between Russia and Cambodia using the tools of a systematic approach, which allowed
analyzing the subject of the study as a single system consisting of various subsystems:
political, economic, humanitarian. These subsystems, in turn, also consist of separate
elements. For example, the economic subsystem in relation to the research object was
divided into trading and investment subsystems. The changes occurring in each of the
spheres under the influence of the internal and external environment were studied as
processes of functioning of a single system. When conducting the research, the author
proceeded from the principles of historicism, objectivity, reliability and consistency. The
principle of historicism made it possible to study the current state of Cambodian-Russian
relations, establish cause-and-effect relationships, identify development trends and
patterns of issues, come to appropriate conclusions and develop forecasts for the further
development of bilateral relations. The principle of objectivity allowed the author to

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consider the history and actions in relation to the two countries and the results of their
relations from the point of view of objective patterns. In accordance with the principle of
reliability, the author relied solely on proven facts, studied each phenomenon in its entirety
of positive and negative aspects.

Research methods. A number of general scientific and special historical research
methods were used in the work. General scientific methods include analysis, synthesis,
induction, and deduction. Special historical research methods were also used in the work:
historical-comparative, historical-genetic and historical-systemic.

The historical-comparative method made it possible to identify the common
features and differences of relations between Russia and Cambodia at different stages and,
based on this, identify the main trends in the development of Cambodian-Russian relations
during the period under review. This method, based on analogy, proved useful when
considering the processes of socio-economic and socio-political development of Cambodia
during the period under study.

The author used the historical-genetic method. Thanks to the application of this
method, it was possible to reveal the properties and functions of Cambodia's relations with
the USSR and Russia in the process of their historical movement. The author analyzed the
development of Russian-Cambodian relations taking into account various factors, among
which the most important are the disintegration of the bipolar structure of international
relations, the processes of globalization, the Asian economic crisis, the multi-vector foreign
policy of the Southeast Asian countries, the domestic political situation in Cambodia, the
emergence of new challenges and threats to security in the region, etc.

The thesis used a historical-systemic method that allowed us to study the impact of
the collapse of the bipolar system of international relations on the state of development of
Soviet-Cambodian relations, as well as the impact of the multipolar system of international
relations on the Cambodian-Russian cooperation.

The scientific novelty of the obtained research results is as follows:

- for the first time in historiography, a comprehensive study of the dynamics of
bilateral relations between Cambodia and Russia from 1993 to 2023 was conducted.
Relying on a wide range of previously unpublished documents allowed not only to clarify
the key parameters of the foreign policy courses of Moscow and Phnom Penh at different
stages, but also to identify the underlying structural factors that influenced the development
of their dialogue;

- the stages of development of Cambodian-Russian relations based on the dynamics
of international processes in Indochina, the transformation of the global political system
and intraregional changes in Southeast Asia have been identified and scientifically
substantiated;

- the key directions, features and mechanisms of interaction between the USSR and
Cambodia in the period 1979-1991 were identified. For the first time, they were
systematically analyzed as a single political and historical complex, which made it possible
to identify the driving forces behind the formation of a strategic partnership in the context
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of the Vietnamese factor, Cambodia's foreign policy isolation and the confrontation of the
great powers in Indochina;

- the role of the Russian Federation in post-conflict reconstruction and subsequent
modernization of Cambodia's foreign policy strategy after 1993 has been scientifically
substantiated, the reasons for the change in Phnom Penh's foreign policy priorities have
been identified, and the factors influencing the nature of the political dialogue between the
two countries have been identified in the context of growing rivalry between the United
States and China in Southeast Asia;

- the potential for the development of Cambodian-Russian cooperation in the
political, economic, humanitarian, and military-technical fields has been identified, trends
affecting the potential for forming a new level of strategic partnership have been identified,
and practical recommendations have been proposed for optimizing relations in the context
of a changing regional security architecture;

- for the first time, a significant array of archival, diplomatic and analytical materials
of Soviet and Russian origin was put into scientific circulation, which provided an
opportunity for a comprehensive analysis, clarification of the factual base and
systematization of information about Cambodian-Russian relations over the past seven
decades.

The main provisions for the defense.

1. The interaction between the USSR and Cambodia was a dynamic reflection of
the transformation of the Soviet Union's foreign policy in the "third world" countries from
ideologically motivated support for anti—colonial and neutralist regimes to pragmatic
cooperation aimed at ensuring regional stability in Southeast Asia. This position is
confirmed by the fact that at the first stage (1955-1965), the Soviet Union considered
Cambodia as an element of its anti-colonial strategy and sought to strengthen its own
position among countries that had recently freed themselves from colonial dependence.
Norodom Sihanouk's support for the policy of neutrality demonstrated the flexibility of
Soviet diplomacy and a departure from a rigid ideological line. In the second stage (1965-
1978), Soviet politics became hostage to global confrontation and reflected difficult
relations with China, the United States, and Vietnam. During this period, cooperation with
Cambodia was inconsistent, which showed the dependence of the Soviet course on external
factors. The third stage (1979-1991) was marked by the transition to a form of strategic
patronage: The Soviet Union became the main ally and guarantor of the survival of the
People's Republic of Kampuchea, providing large-scale economic and political assistance.
However, this support increased Phnom Penh's dependence and limited its independence,
reflecting the contradictions of late Soviet foreign policy.

2. Cambodia's current foreign policy is a pragmatic "adaptive neutrality" aimed at
protecting the country's sovereignty and development in the face of competition from
China and the United States. The strategy is based on a combination of internal priorities
— stability, integrity and growth — and external objectives: strengthening positions in
international structures and a flexible balance between global and regional players.
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Cambodia exploits the contradictions of the great Powers, relying on the principles of
flexibility, multi-level partnership and economic pragmatism.

3. South-East Asia is a key area for Russia to diversify its foreign policy in the face
of tension with the West and growing dependence on China. Russia is strengthening its
position in the region through mainly bilateral ties and cooperation in the military and
energy fields, while remaining limited involved in regional processes. ASEAN serves as
the main platform for consolidating the Russian presence and promoting the principles of
equitable and non-aligned security.

4. The development of political ties between Russia and Cambodia has gone from
an ideologically oriented cooperation of the Soviet period to the formation of a sustainable
strategic partnership based on a solid regulatory framework. The evolution of Russia's
foreign policy and its active participation in the Cambodian settlement process have
contributed to rapprochement with the countries of Southeast Asia and integration into
regional cooperation formats. Russia's accession to the Treaty of Friendship and
Cooperation in Southeast Asia, as well as its participation in the work of ASEAN, have
consolidated the institutional mechanisms of dialogue and laid the foundation for the
formation of a comprehensive system of international legal agreements.

5. Trade and economic relations between Russia and Cambodia are developing
against the background of deepening integration processes in ASEAN and the formation
of a new architecture of global economic ties. Despite the existing potential and
institutional framework for cooperation, the level of bilateral trade remains extremely low
and is characterized by pronounced sectoral asymmetry. A key area for improving the
effectiveness of cooperation is the conclusion of a Free Trade Agreement between
Cambodia and the EAEU, which can eliminate tariff barriers, stimulate investment activity
and diversify the trade structure. The implementation of this agreement, subject to the
harmonization of technical standards and the creation of favorable business conditions,
will allow Russia to strengthen its position in Southeast Asia, and Cambodia to expand
access to the EAEU markets and attract new investments in the agricultural, tourism and
infrastructure sectors.

6. Investment cooperation between Russia and Cambodia is becoming increasingly
important: Cambodia is open to external capital and provides access to the Southeast Asian
market. Despite infrastructural and structural constraints, they create opportunities for
Russian investments in energy, transport, digital infrastructure, agriculture and industry.
The scale of investments is still limited, but both sides express their willingness to increase
them.

7. Military-technical cooperation between Russia and Cambodia remains an
important, albeit moderate, instrument for building trust and ensuring regional balance.
Russia maintains its influence in the Southeast Asian security architecture, while Cambodia
gets opportunities to modernize its army and diversify its partners. Despite external
constraints, the parties are ready to develop a regulatory framework and joint projects.

8. Cultural and humanitarian cooperation forms a stable foundation for Cambodian-
Russian relations. Education, culture, youth exchanges and tourism strengthen trust, but
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the potential for cooperation has not been fully realized due to Russia's weak information
visibility and the lack of a systemic soft power strategy. Strengthening cultural and
humanitarian policy is the key to strengthening Russia's long-term presence in Cambodia.

The theoretical significance of the dissertation research lies in the fact that the
totality of the author's results, theoretical conclusions and analytical generalizations makes
a significant contribution to the development of scientific knowledge about modern
international relations in Southeast Asia, the specifics of Russia's foreign policy in the
Asia-Pacific region, as well as the foreign policy strategy of the Kingdom of Cambodia.

The thesis is a comprehensive study that comprehensively reveals the evolution of
Russian-Cambodian relations in their historical and political context, which allows us to
deepen our understanding of the mechanisms of interaction between major powers and
small states, the patterns of behavior of small countries in the context of foreign policy
competition and the factors determining the dynamics of bilateral cooperation.

The practical significance of the dissertation is due to the fact that the results and
conclusions obtained can be used in the preparation of scientific and analytical materials
on modern international relations at the regional and global levels, problems of foreign
policy of Russia and the states of Southeast Asia, as well as issues of security and
cooperation in the Asia-Pacific region.

The findings of the study may be in demand when developing recommendations for
Russian and Cambodian government agencies involved in shaping foreign policy, as well
as structures responsible for the development of trade, economic, humanitarian, and
military-technical ties. The materials of the work are of interest to public and private
companies focused on participating in joint projects and expanding cooperation with
Cambodia.

In addition, the thesis's provisions can be used in the preparation and reading of
university courses and special courses on international relations, Russian foreign policy,
political processes in Southeast Asia and the history of international relations in the Asia-
Pacific region, as well as in the further scientific development of the subject under study.

Approbation of the work. The main results and conclusions of the dissertation
research are reflected in the scientific publications of the dissertation, including articles
published in peer-reviewed scientific journals included in the RUDN University List, the
international citation databases Web of Science and Scopus.

The structure of the research is determined by the purpose and logic of the
research. The work consists of an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion, a list of used
sources and literature.

II. GENERAL CONTENTS OF DISSERTATION
Chapter one, "The Historical and Political foundations of relations between
Cambodia and Russia", consists of four paragraphs.
Issues related to the ""Historical ties between the peoples of the two countries" are
discussed in the first paragraph. In this part of the work, the author examines the stages of

development of Soviet-Cambodian relations during the Cold War and the post-war
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settlement. The starting point in the study is the understanding of Cambodia's foreign
policy course as a desire for neutrality and balancing between great powers. Significant
factors for cooperation are the ideological support of the USSR, economic assistance and
joint opposition to colonialism. Analyzing the levels of cooperation (strategic, economic,
cultural) and the conditions of interaction, we can conclude that their range is extremely
wide and has evolved from the ideological romanticism of the 1950s to the realistic
diplomacy of the late 1980s. In general, the goals of Soviet policy were formulated
depending on the global situation, where Cambodia was considered as an element of
regional policy in Southeast Asia.

The second paragraph is devoted to issues related to the ""Goals and objectives of
the foreign policy of the Kingdom of Cambodia'. Cambodia's foreign policy in the
modern period may have different priorities. First, the Kingdom is striving for economic
growth and integration into the global economy, aiming to achieve the status of an above-
average income state by 2030. Secondly, the most important task is to ensure security and
stability through balancing in the context of strategic competition between China and the
United States. Finally, Cambodia is focusing its efforts on settling relations with its
neighbors and participating in regional organizations such as ASEAN. In the chapter, the
author adheres to the following classification of foreign policy challenges: domestic
political confrontation, economic security, and territorial disputes. The latter occupy key
positions with a difference in intensity and influence on the sovereignty of the state.

The third paragraph is devoted to "Southeast Asia as a vector of Russia's foreign
policy”. Russia's interest in the region was most pronounced in the post-Soviet period,
especially after the 2010s. These facts were accompanied by attempts to diversify external
relations and strengthen the status of an independent center of power. The author studied
the essential features of this political phenomenon using the example of the development
of military-technical cooperation and partnership with ASEAN. This example allowed us
to establish that the specifics of Russia's involvement in the region include a number of
features, namely the desire to balance the influence of China and the West, the expansion
of arms exports and participation in shaping the architecture of regional security. For
example, the events of 2022 have drawn attention to the partnership's vulnerabilities, as
individual ASEAN countries have taken a critical position that is on the verge of changing
their strategic course.

The fourth paragraph is devoted to ""The development of political ties and the
establishment of a regulatory framework for interstate relations". This part of the paper
examines the process of Russia's succession from the USSR and the formation of a
contractual framework for cooperation. The starting point is participation in the peaceful
settlement of the Cambodian conflict and the Paris Agreements of 1991. Russia's accession
to the ASEAN documents and the signing of bilateral agreements in 1995 and 2015 were
significant factors for the restoration of ties. Analyzing the dynamics of relations (recession
in the 1990s, intensification in the 2000s), we can conclude that the interaction has acquired
a strategic character. In general, the history of Russian-Cambodian relations demonstrates
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their stability and continuity, despite changes in the international situation, which is
confirmed by joint initiatives at the UN and ASEAN venues.

The second chapter, ""Trade and military-technical relations between Cambodia
and the Russian Federation", discusses practical aspects of the development of bilateral
cooperation, including economic and security cooperation. The author shows that the
formation of the modern model of relations took place in the context of the post-bipolar
transformation of the international system and the gradual inclusion of Cambodia in
regional integration processes. Special attention is paid to the dynamics of trade turnover,
the investment climate, and the institutional framework for cooperation established after
the collapse of the USSR. Military-technical cooperation is analyzed separately, including
its legal basis, the composition of participants and the actual scale, which, despite the
availability of potential, remain limited.

The first paragraph, "Trade and Economic relations: state and prospects’, is
devoted to a detailed study of the structure, dynamics, and problems of mutual trade. At
the time of the intensification of relations in the 2000s, the trade turnover reached $ 9.9
million, while trade was sporadic and based mainly on one-time contracts. A significant
increase was observed in the 2010s: by 2014, the volume of trade increased to $ 132.7
million, which was due to the intensification of the Intergovernmental Commission's
activities and attempts to fill cooperation with specific economic content. At the same time,
the trade structure was characterized by pronounced asymmetry: Cambodian exports were
almost entirely represented by light industry products (textiles, footwear), while Russian
supplies included food, raw materials, chemical products and equipment.

As a result of the analysis of statistics for 2000-2023, the author comes to the
conclusion that the development of trade turnover was unstable and undulating. Despite
the overall growth compared to the beginning of the century, the dynamics were
accompanied by sharp fluctuations and depended on external factors, including the state
of the global economy and the geopolitical conjuncture. In the period 2020-2021, there
was a relative increase, when Cambodia's exports to Russia reached more than 190-200
million dollars, but in 2022 there was a sharp decline to 13.7 million dollars, and in 2023.
The figures dropped to their lowest level in almost two decades. The reasons for this
decline are complex. In addition to the sanctions pressure and disruption of logistics chains,
the author identifies structural factors: the orientation of the Cambodian market towards
Chinese retail chains, as well as the reorientation of Russian companies to higher priority
areas such as China and Vietnam.

The second paragraph, "Investment projects of Cambodia and Russia', examines
issues related to Cambodia's resource potential and the tools that Russia has retained in the
region. Russia began to boost investment in the late 2000s and completed the formation of
a working group by 2015. In the created special economic zones, the Cambodian
government has built a system of benefits, taking into account their historical features, that
1s, the availability of tax holidays and guarantees of capital protection. On the one hand,
investors tried to create a single economic space (for example, by building a resort area on
Koh Puos Island worth § 300 million), as well as redirect finances to modernize
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infrastructure. As for the contours of the resource base, there are mineral reserves, but they
are not critically valuable for Russia. Unfortunately, the approach to project
implementation, although necessary for modernization, in the future, when the parties
moved to specific agreements, faced the problem of Cambodia's external debt to the
Russian Federation in the amount of 1.5 billion dollars.

The third paragraph, "Military-technical relations between Russia and
Cambodia', is devoted to an overview of the third forces involved in ensuring regional
security. Military-technical cooperation in Southeast Asia has attracted the close attention
of the international community. In addition to the great Powers that were responsible for
the stability of the international system, other actors were involved in this region. The
ASEAN countries and Russia advocated neutrality, while the United States and China
stood up for increased influence. The head of the Cambodian army has established contacts
with his Russian colleagues, sufficient to sign agreements on the modernization of
equipment and the creation of service centers. The balance of power was not in favor of
Russia in terms of arms supplies, which accounted for only 10.6% of exports to the region.
International organizations have also played a role, such as the CMOA+, which has given
Russia the opportunity to appeal to the principle of multilateral security.

Chapter three, ""The cultural and humanitarian aspect of bilateral relations",
consists of three paragraphs.

Issues related to ""Cooperation in the field of education' are discussed in the first
paragraph. In this part of the work, the author examines the historical stages of the training
of Cambodian specialists in the USSR and Russia, which in the dissertation is understood
as a key element of humanitarian partnership. The starting point in the study is the
understanding of Cambodia as a recipient of educational services within the framework of
the national policy of the Russian Federation on the export of education. Significant factors
for expanding cooperation are the demographic potential of Southeast Asia, the
Rossotrudnichestvo budget quota system, and the Agreement on Mutual Recognition of
Educational Documents in 2019. Analyzing the levels of cooperation (quotas, applications,
number of students) and the conditions of interaction, we can conclude that their range is
extremely wide, but their effectiveness is hampered by insufficient awareness. In general,
the goals of educational policy should be formulated depending on the need for personnel
in the engineering, technical and medical fields, which is confirmed by the increase in
quotas by 2025 and the development of graduate employment programs.

The second paragraph is devoted to issues related to "Cultural contacts and
connections”. Cultural interaction between countries can take various forms and
directions. Firstly, the parties are developing cooperation in the field of art and
cinematography, organizing cultural days, festivals and joint film screenings. Secondly,
considerable attention is paid to youth policy and sports, which is stipulated by memoranda
between relevant departments and Olympic committees. Finally, interfaith dialogue and
media cooperation are developing, which makes it possible to form a positive image of the
country and exchange information. In the dissertation, the author adheres to the following
classification of forms of cultural interaction: institutional exchanges, joint events and
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activities of the Russian Center for Science and Culture. The latter occupy key positions
with differences in intensity and audience reach, although the impact on the perception of
Russia in Cambodian society remains uneven due to geopolitical factors.

The third paragraph is devoted to "The role of tourism in the development of
bilateral relations". The tourist interaction between the two countries was most clearly
manifested in the dynamics of tourist flows and the development of the hospitality
infrastructure. These facts took place in different periods and were accompanied by
changes in transportation conditions and visa regime. The author studied the essential
features of this economic phenomenon using the example of statistics on arrivals of
Russian citizens to Cambodia in 2014-2024. This example allowed us to establish that the
specifics of tourist interaction include a number of features, namely the predominance of
combined routes, dependence on transport accessibility and the influence of safety
stereotypes. For example, the decrease in the flow in 2022-2023 demonstrated the
vulnerability of the destination, but the simplification of the visa regime in 2025 and the
development of "sacred tourism" create the prerequisites for restoring interest and
strengthening humanitarian ties.

The Conclusion summarizes the key findings of the work.

Based on the materials studied, the following main conclusions were drawn.

The history of Soviet-Cambodian relations has gone through several distinct stages,
each of which reflected not only the dynamics of bilateral cooperation, but also changes in
the international system. The first stage (1955-1965) was the time of the establishment of
diplomatic relations and the formation of trust. The USSR, pursuing an active policy
towards the countries of the "third world", considered Cambodia as an important partner
in the Indochina region. Moscow was characterized by flexibility: support for Sthanouk's
neutrality was combined with a cautious desire to strengthen its position in Southeast Asia.
During this period, a pattern of Soviet policy emerged — an orientation towards anti-
colonial and neutralist regimes as a tool for expanding influence without direct
intervention.

The second stage (1965-1978) was marked by the increasing complexity of the
foreign policy situation and the growing influence of the Indochina conflict. The USSR
found itself involved in a multi-level game between China, the United States and Vietnam,
where Cambodia became an object rather than a subject of international relations. A
characteristic feature of this period was the inconsistent and forced maneuvering of Soviet
diplomacy between N. Sihanouk, the Lon Nol regime and the forces oriented towards
Vietnam. Despite the declarative support for Cambodia's independence, Soviet policy was
largely determined by external factors, primarily relations with Hanoi and Beijing.

The third stage (1979-1991) is associated with the existence of the People's Republic
of Kampuchea and is characterized by the closest alliance between Moscow and Phnom
Penh. The USSR became the main guarantor of the political and economic survival of the
new regime, ensuring its international recognition and material support. However, the
dependence of the PRC on Vietnam and the USSR simultaneously led to a unilateral
foreign orientation and loss of sovereignty, which in the long run limited the effectiveness
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of the Soviet strategy. Over the course of the 1980s, especially during the era of perestroika,
Soviet policy evolved towards pragmatism and the search for compromises, reflecting the
general course towards detente and normalization of relations with the West and China.

The analysis of the selected periods makes it possible to identify key patterns of
interaction between the USSR and Cambodia: Moscow's steady desire to use relations with
Phnom Penh as an element of regional policy in Southeast Asia; the dependence of the
degree of Soviet activity on the general state of international relations (primarily on the
course of the Vietnam conflict and the Soviet-Chinese contradictions); gradual transition
from ideologically motivated support to pragmatic cooperation at the final stage.

The modern foreign policy of the Kingdom of Cambodia is a complex combination
of the desire for independence, neutrality and the need to adapt to a changing regional and
global environment. After decades of internal instability and international isolation, the
country has set a course aimed at ensuring national sovereignty, socio-economic
development and strengthening its position in the international arena. The main priorities
remain the preservation of political stability, the protection of territorial integrity, the
development of economic diplomacy and the deepening of cooperation within ASEAN
and other multilateral formats.

Cambodia actively uses its participation in regional and international organizations
to strengthen its authority and attract foreign investment, while seeking to balance the
interests of the United States and China, benefiting from cooperation with both powers. At
the same time, such dependence on external assistance creates strategic vulnerability,
which requires careful maneuvering between large centers of power.

During the post-Soviet period, South-East Asia gradually turned from a peripheral
area of Russia's foreign policy into one of the key regions, reflecting the desire to diversify
international relations and strengthen its status as an independent center of power. If in the
1990s-2000s. Cooperation was mainly limited to economic cooperation with individual
states (primarily Vietnam), but since the mid-2010s, Russia has attempted to
institutionalize relations with the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) and
reach the level of strategic partnership.

At the same time, Russian policy in the region remains largely reactive and
pragmatic: Moscow seeks to use the opportunities of Southeast Asia to balance the
influence of China and the West, while maintaining the principle of non-interference and
equal cooperation. The complex configuration of international relations, increased rivalry
between the United States and China, as well as the consequences of the 2022 Ukrainian
crisis have given Russia's relations with ASEAN a new, more controversial character: the
Association, while maintaining neutrality, avoids direct confrontation with Moscow, but
individual countries (for example, Singapore and the Philippines) have taken a more
critical position.

The development of political relations between Russia and Cambodia has gone
through a difficult but progressive path from the ideologically driven cooperation of the
Soviet period to the formation of a sustainable strategic partnership in the 21st century.
After the collapse of the USSR, Russia not only inherited its obligations in the field of
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international agreements, but also managed to maintain a political dialogue with
Cambodia, gradually building a new regulatory framework for bilateral cooperation. The
key stage was the participation of the USSR, and then Russia, in the peaceful settlement of
the Cambodian conflict and in the activities of international organizations, which laid the
foundation for trust and mutual understanding between the countries. Russia's accession to
the founding documents of ASEAN, including the Treaty of Friendship and Cooperation,
has made it possible to institutionalize relations with the Association and strengthen their
legal framework.

The intergovernmental agreements, memoranda and joint declarations signed in the
1990s and 2020s form a solid contractual and legal framework for cooperation covering
the political, economic, cultural and scientific spheres. Of particular importance is the
development of multilateral cooperation within ASEAN and the EAEU, which gives
Russian-Cambodian relations a trans-regional dimension. In general, the political ties
between Russia and Cambodia have evolved from an ideological partnership to a pragmatic
strategic interaction based on the principles of equality, mutual respect and international
law. The modern regulatory framework of these relations ensures their stability, and the
participation of both countries in the ASEAN formats contributes to further strengthening
trust, expanding areas of cooperation and enhancing Russia's role in Southeast Asia.

The prospects for deepening trade and economic cooperation between Russia and
Cambodia are linked to the implementation of long-term strategies combining economic
expediency and geopolitical complementarity. A significant drawback that Russia has not
been able to overcome in bilateral relations at the moment is the sectoral asymmetry and
the extremely low level of economic cooperation. Although the legal foundations of
cooperation have been laid, the intergovernmental commission is constantly working, but
the volume of trade relations remains catastrophically small. This is only 26.4 million US
dollars.

A key driver for solving this problem may be the conclusion of a free trade
agreement with the EAEU, which will not only reduce tariff barriers, but also create a legal
framework for cooperation in new areas such as the digital economy, green energy and
pharmaceuticals. The acceleration of negotiations on a free trade area, accompanied by the
synchronization of technical standards and investment guarantees, can attract Russian
businesses to participate in infrastructure projects in Cambodia, including the
modernization of the deepwater port of Sihanoukville or the creation of "smart" agricultural
clusters. The humanitarian dimension will also play an important role: the expansion of
student exchanges, joint research in the field of bioeconomics and adaptation to climate
change will strengthen trust between the parties. However, the success of these initiatives
will depend on overcoming structural imbalances, including economic asymmetries and
competition with Chinese and Western investments.

The potential for investment cooperation between Russia and Cambodia remains
high. Subject to the consistent implementation of the agreements reached and the
successful settlement of debt and political issues, this vector of interaction can become an
important element of the foreign economic policy of both countries. Despite the positive
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dynamics of recent years and mutual political interest, cooperation is hampered by barriers:
historically modest volumes of trade and investment against the background of the
dominance of China and the ASEAN countries, Russia's lack of preferential trade regime
with Cambodia/ASEAN, the structural problems of the Cambodian economy, competition
with Asian players, and the unresolved issue of Cambodia's external debt, requiring a
flexible approach. The prospects depend on the ability of Russia and Cambodia to focus
on competitive niches and develop institutional support to remove all barriers to a mutually
beneficial investment partnership.

Military-technical cooperation between Russia and Cambodia is limited, but
strategically significant. Despite the relatively small volume of arms supplies and the
absence of major joint projects, both sides strive to maintain a stable political and military
dialogue. Russia views Cambodia as a friendly partner in Southeast Asia, through which it
can strengthen its presence in the region and maintain an Asean-centric security balance.
For Cambodia, cooperation with Russia serves as a tool for diversifying foreign policy ties
and modernizing the armed forces while maintaining the principle of neutrality between
the great powers.

At the same time, the influence of external factors — sanctions pressure,
competition from China, South Korea and Western countries, as well as Cambodia's limited
economic resources — hinders the development of cooperation. Nevertheless,
humanitarian projects, military training, and participation in multilateral formats create the
potential for a gradual strengthening of bilateral ties. In the long term, the prospects of the
Russian-Cambodian military-technical partnership will depend on the parties' ability to
adapt to the changing geopolitical situation and find a balance between political risks and
mutual interests.

The educational cooperation between Russia and Cambodia, which has more than
half a century of history, currently retains the dynamics of progressive development and
strategic importance for both sides. Over the years of cooperation, a solid institutional and
legal framework has been created, including an agreement on mutual recognition of
education and academic degrees, as well as a number of memoranda between leading
scientific and educational institutions of the two countries. Russia continues to be
Cambodia's most important partner in training qualified personnel, primarily in the
engineering, medical, and IT fields. The gradual increase in the number of allocated quotas
— from 16 in 2019 to 55 in 2025 - indicates the growing interest of Cambodian youth in
studying at Russian universities and the effectiveness of measures taken to promote
domestic education. At the same time, further development of cooperation requires an
integrated approach, including active information work, improvement of academic
mobility mechanisms and creation of conditions for professional self-realization of
graduates both in Cambodia and Russia.

Over the past decades, cultural ties between Russia and Cambodia have become one
of the most stable and dynamically developing elements of bilateral cooperation. They are
based on an extensive contractual and legal framework supported by regular exchange of
delegations, joint projects in the field of cinematography, librarianship, art, media, sports
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and youth policy. A rich range of cultural programs — from festivals and cultural days to
educational initiatives and restoration projects — contributes not only to strengthening
interstate relations, but also to creating an atmosphere of trust, mutual respect and interest
between the peoples of the two countries. The gradual expansion of cooperation and the
involvement of new institutions and community groups suggests that cultural cooperation
between Russia and Cambodia has significant potential and will continue to play an
important role in the further development of the entire range of bilateral relations. At the
same time, it is worth noting that the process of forming a truly deep and diverse
partnership, despite the presence of a favorable foundation, is at an early stage and requires
further specification.

Tourism cooperation between Russia and Cambodia has significant potential, based
both on the objective growth of the Cambodian tourism industry and on the sustained
interest of Russian travelers in the cultural and natural resources of the kingdom. Despite
the existing limitations — lack of information promotion, problematic transport
accessibility and persistent stereotypes — the dynamics of interaction shows positive
trends. Cambodia is actively expanding its infrastructure, simplifying visa procedures and
striving to position itself as a modern and safe destination, while the Russian side is
demonstrating its readiness to expand organized tours and combined routes. The
comprehensive development of these areas will strengthen mutual tourist attractiveness,
increase the volume of tourist flows and give additional impetus to bilateral humanitarian
relations. Thus, tourism will continue to play an important role in strengthening the
partnership between the two countries, acting as one of the most promising and dynamic
areas of their cooperation.

Cambodian-Russian relations in 1993-2023: main directions, trends

The dissertation is devoted to the study of the peculiarities of the development of
relations between Cambodia and Russia, as well as the identification of factors that
influenced this process, problems and prospects of interaction. The paper examines the
political, trade, economic, cultural and humanitarian areas of relations between Cambodia
and Russia, their content, forms and trends. The dissertation establishes the specifics of the
retrospective of cooperation between Cambodia and Russia, and defines the place of
Southeast Asia in Russia's foreign policy. Special attention is paid to the content, trends
and prospects of military-technical cooperation between the two countries. The author
identified the role of the Russian Federation in post-conflict reconstruction and subsequent
modernization of Cambodia's foreign policy strategy after 1993, and also identified the
reasons for Phnom Penh's changing foreign policy priorities. The dissertation defines the
prospects for the development of Russian-Cambodian cooperation in the political,
economic, humanitarian, and military-technical fields, identifies trends affecting the
potential for forming a new level of strategic partnership, and offers practical
recommendations for optimizing relations in the context of a changing regional security
architecture.

The dissertation is devoted to the study of the peculiarities of the development of
relations between Cambodia and Russia, as well as the identification of factors that
influenced this process, problems and prospects of interaction. The paper examines the
political, trade, economic, cultural and humanitarian areas of relations between Cambodia
and Russia, their content, forms and trends. The dissertation establishes the specifics of the
retrospective of cooperation between Cambodia and Russia, and defines the place of
Southeast Asia in Russia's foreign policy. Special attention is paid to the content, trends
and prospects of military-technical cooperation between the two countries. The author
identified the role of the Russian Federation in post-conflict reconstruction and subsequent
modernization of Cambodia's foreign policy strategy after 1993, and also identified the
reasons for Phnom Penh's changing foreign policy priorities. The dissertation defines the
prospects for the development of Russian-Cambodian cooperation in the political,
economic, humanitarian, and military-technical fields, identifies trends affecting the
potential for forming a new level of strategic partnership, and offers practical
recommendations for optimizing relations in the context of a changing regional security
architecture.
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
