Identification of the nature and types of financial and legal disputes in the courts. Financial and
legal disputes are an independent type of dispute arising between private and public entities in the
sphere of application of public law but differ from a public-law dispute on the grounds of origin and
the applicable sanctions, on the sources of consolidation, by their nature. Therefore, the types of
financial and legal disputes can be determined by various reasons and on the initiative of both
private and public entities. The purpose of the production of a jurisdictional nature is the
consideration and resolution of financial and legal disputes.

Jurisdiction of financial and
legal disputes

The unlimited nature of the right to judicial protection and the structure of the judicial system of the
Russian Federation requires special clarity in regulating the institution of jurisdiction of cases to the
courts - in the division of substantive competence between the courts of general jurisdiction and
arbitration courts. The main legislative act defining the competence of arbitration courts and,
therefore, having a direct relevance to the resolution of issues on the delimitation of jurisdiction of
cases between courts of general jurisdiction and arbitration courts, is, of course, the Arbitration
Procedure Code of the Russian Federation. Thus, for the correct determination of the jurisdiction of
financial and legal disputes, courts of general jurisdiction need to turn not so much to the norms of
the Civil Procedure

the Arbitration Procedure Code of the Russian Federation (APC RF), as well as other federal laws
and decisions of the highest judicial. instances

Study of the nature of legal relations in the execution of judicial acts, the application of budget
immunity. Establishing the budget immunity in relation to the execution of court decisions on
financial and legal disputes in terms of collecting money from the federal, regional and local
budgets is contrary to the international obligations of the Russian Federation and the European
Court of Human Rights has repeatedly declared inappropriate a mechanism for collecting money
from the treasury of the Russian Federation.

The procedure for

Resolution of financial and right dispute with ud is a consistent, determined by the rules of
procedural codes of the Russian Federation, the procedure for consideration and resolution of the
case, which is characterized by the following stages: Initiation of proceedings. the court carries out
the following procedural actions: removed bystanders from the courtroom; the participants of the
case are explained their procedural rights and obligations; applications and petitions of persons
participating in the case are allowed. The main task of the proceedings in the court of first instance
is the examination of evidence in the case, which is included in the structure of the procedural
evidence. Its structure also includes actions to determine the subject of proof, the collection,
presentation, evaluation of evidence

Issues of improving the
execution of court decisions
taken in the resolution of
financial and legal disputes

In the Russian legal system, procedural mechanisms for the consideration of
financial and legal disputes require rethinking and application in a systemic
connection with the provisions of the Constitution of the Russian Federation.
Financial and legal dispute, the object of which are conflicts of norms of
constitutional and financial law, can find an adequate resolution only in the
procedure of constitutional legal proceedings, carried out by the Constitutional
Court of the Russian Federation.
