Orientation (Introductory) Internship is carried out in the fourth semester of the second year
for full-time students.

The venues of Orientation (Introductory) Internship are: the Federation Council of the Federal
Assembly of the Russian Federation, the State Duma of the Federal Assembly of the Russian
Federation, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation, the Moscow City Duma, the
Moscow Regional Duma, the Government of the Moscow Region, Moscow State Traffic Safety
Inspectorate, Central Election Commission, Ministry of Economic Development and other state and
local authorities which are specified in the Internship calendar schedule.

The period of the internship usually corresponds to the period indicated in the training
calendar of the higher education programme. However, the period of the internship can be
rescheduled upon the agreement with the Department of Educational Policy and the Department for
the Organization of Internship and Employment of RUDN students.
