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DESCRIPTION OF THE EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM
The purpose (mission) of EP.

The EP aims to develop students' personal qualities, as well as the formation of universal,
general professional and professional competencies in accordance with the requirements of the OS
RUDN University in this area of training.

In the field of education, the goal of the postgraduate program in the direction of
preparation 40.06.01 Jurisprudence is: to develop the ability of graduate students to develop new
research methods and their application in independent research activities; the ability to
independently organize and implement the educational process in educational institutions of higher
education; ability to organize the work of the research and teaching staff in the field of
jurisprudence; the ability to develop and apply integrated methodological support of taught
educational disciplines.

In the field of education, the goal of the graduate program in the direction of preparation
40.06.01 Jurisprudence is: the formation of graduate students a high level of legal awareness, civil
responsibility, respect for law and law, professional duty, commitment to the ideals of the rule of
law, commitment, organization, hard work, creating an intolerant attitude towards corruption
manifestations and violations of the law, as well as the rights and freedoms of citizens.

Based on the results of mastering the postgraduate program, the graduate, along with
universal and general professional competencies, acquires professional competencies in
accordance with the focus of the program, including the skills necessary for effective research and
teaching in this area.

The mission of the EP is to contribute to the development of a unified research and
educational space in the field of jurisprudence, the integration of Russian legal science into the
global scientific environment.

Basic information

The level of higher education — postgraduate school - training of highly qualified personnel.

The term of receiving education under the postgraduate program in full-time education,
including vacations provided after passing the state final certification, is 3 years, in correspondence
education - 4 years.

The volume of the postgraduate program is 180 credits and includes all types of classroom,
independent and research work of the graduate student, practical training, as well as the time
allocated to the quality control of the development of the graduate student's educational program.

Types of professional activity of a graduate are research activities in the field of
jurisprudence and teaching activities in educational programs of higher education.

The place of implementation of the program is the Law Institute of the Peoples' Friendship
University of Russia (Russia, Moscow).

Features of the implementation of the EP.

The postgraduate program is implemented taking into account the comparative legal aspect.
A number of disciplines can be read online by foreign scientists via video communications, or
upon arrival at the RUDN University as part of academic mobility programs, as well as using the
RUDN University information and telecommunication system.

Postgraduate studies with the qualification of “Researcher” and ‘“Teacher - Researcher”
make it possible to prepare scientific and pedagogical workers in areas corresponding to the



nomenclature of scientific specialties of the Russian Federation that meet dynamically changing
requirements and conditions in the modern labor market, in the main areas of professional activity
in the field of jurisprudence, owning modern assessment methods of legislative and other
regulatory legal acts, systematic representations, knowledge, skills in practice, as well as the skills
and abilities of research.

The qualification “Researcher” enables the graduate to solve the following professional
tasks:

- analysis, systematization and generalization of the results of scientific research in the field
of jurisprudence by applying a set of research methods to solve specific research problems;

- design, organization, implementation and evaluation of the results of scientific research in
the field of jurisprudence using modern methods of science, as well as information and innovative
technologies;

- organization of interaction with colleagues, interaction with social partners, including
foreign ones, the search for new social partners in solving urgent research problems;

- the use of existing educational environment of the university and the design of new
conditions, including information, to solve research problems;

- the implementation of professional and personal self-education, designing a further
educational route and professional career, participation in experimental work.

The qualification "Teacher - Researcher" enables the graduate to solve the following
professional tasks:

- study of the possibilities, needs and achievements of students of educational institutions of
higher education, various specialized educational institutions, designing on the basis of the results
of the individual routes for their training, education and development;

- Organization of the process of training and education in the field of higher professional
education using technologies that reflect the specifics of the subject area of graduate training;

- organization of interaction with colleagues, interaction with social partners, including
foreign ones, the search for new social partners, the inclusion of students in interaction with social
partners;

- the use of existing educational environment of the university and the design of new
conditions, including information, to ensure the quality of education.

According to postgraduate study programs, one of the main conditions of study, besides
getting an education, is the further preparation of a dissertation for the degree of candidate of
sciences (PhD degree). RUDN graduate school graduates - holders of a Ph.D. degree - receive a
PhD diploma.

1.5. Requirements for the applicant

To the development of programs for the preparation of scientific and pedagogical personnel
in graduate school are allowed persons with an education not lower than higher (specialty or
master).

Applicants pass entrance tests for:

- special discipline corresponding to the direction of preparation 40.06.01 Jurisprudence,

Entrance tests are carried out in writing.

To master the postgraduate program in the direction of preparation 40.06.01 Jurisprudence
in the corresponding profile requires the following knowledge, skills:

- knowledge of general theoretical categories and concepts of legal science; knowledge of
the main branches of Russian law;

- knowledge of the basic concepts and concepts of the chosen profile, as well as the main
scientific works of scientists in the framework of the chosen profile;

- the ability to search, interpret and apply regulatory legal acts and other legal documents;



- the availability of writing scientific articles;

- the ability to search and use in the professional activity of judicial practice;

- the ability to master educational and scientific literature, express their thoughts and
participate in the discussion of identified problems;

- written writing skills;

- skills for performing research work;

- the ability to select, study, analyze, discuss monographic and other scientific research.
