Pedagogical training practice is aimed at deepening, systematization and
consolidation of theoretical knowledge, as well as obtaining professional skills in the field
of pedagogy

The objectives of pedagogical training practice within RUDN PhD program are the
following:

- mastery of methods and techniques of teaching and education in higher education
system;

- participation in classes modeling, preparation of programs and projects, planning
of individual classes and special courses, selection of effective organization strategies;

- conducting classes in philological disciplines;

- study of modern information and technical means that contribute to the educational
process optimization;

- analysis of the current state of the quality and level of teaching of philological
disciplines to students of Bachelor and Master programs.

8. ASSESSMENT SYSTEM OF THE PEDAGOGICAL PRACTICAL
TRAINING
Based on the results of the scientific research PhD students will present detailed oral
or written report, a diary of pedagogical practice and an individual task to their supervisors
or at BTS meeting.
During the mid-term assessment the supervisor will provide feedback on the quality,
timeliness and success of the PhD student's pedagogical practical training.
The results of scientific research of each year of study are evaluated in mid-term

assessment in grading system (“excellent”, "good", "satisfactory", "unsatisfactory™) and in
ECTS system (A, B, C, D, E). The assessment is based on the RUDN grading system.
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
