Unit 1.Etymology of
agroeconomics.

Agroeconomics describes how entities interact within a
market to create a market system. These entities include
private and public players with various classifications,
typically operating under scarcity of tradeable units and
government regulation. The unit can represent a tangible
product such as tables or a service such as repair
services, legal counsel, or entertainment. In theory, in a
free market the aggregate quantity which is demanded
by buyers and quantity supplied by sellers will be equal
and reach economic equilibrium over time due to price
various cases may prevent




equilibrium. For example, if the supply of healthcare
services is limited by external factors, the equilibrium
price may be unaffordable for many who desire it but
cannot pay for it.

Unit 2. Features of up-
to-date agriculture
sector.

Agriculture is the cultivation of animals, plants and
fungi for food, fiber, biofuel, medicinal plants and other
products used to sustain and enhance human life.
Agriculture was the key development in the rise of
sedentary human civilization, whereby farming of
domesticated species created food surpluses that
nurtured the development of civilization. The study of
agriculture is known as agricultural science.

The major agricultural products can be broadly grouped
into foods, fibers, fuels, and raw materials. Specific
foods include cereals (grains), vegetables, fruits, oils,
meats and spices. Fibers include cotton, wool, hemp,
silk and flax. Raw materials include lumber and
bamboo. Other useful materials are also produced by
plants, such as resins, dyes, drugs, perfumes, biofuels,
and ornamental products such as cut flowers and nursery
plants.

Unit 3. Costs in
agroeconomics.

Variable costs are expenses that change in proportion to
the activity of a business. Variable cost is the sum of
marginal costs over all units produced. It can also be
considered normal costs. Fixed costs and variable costs
make up the two components of total cost. Direct Costs,
however, are costs that can easily be associated with a
particular cost object. However, not all variable costs
are direct costs. For example, variable manufacturing
overhead costs are variable costs that are indirect costs,
not direct costs. Variable costs are sometimes called
unit-level costs as they vary with the number of units
produced.

Unit 4. Labour in
agroeconomics: labour
force and employment

Labour economics seeks to understand the functioning
and dynamics of the markets for labour. Labour markets
function through the interaction of workers and
employers. Labour economics looks at the suppliers of
labour services (workers), the demands of labour
services (employers), and attempts to understand the
resulting pattern of wages, employment, and income.

In economics, labour is a measure of the work done by

human beings. It is conventionally contrasted with such
other factors of production as land and capital. There are
theories which have developed a concept called human
capital (referring to the skills that workers possess, not
necessarily their actual work), although there are also
counter posing macro-economic system theories that
think human capital is a contradiction in terms.




Unit 5. Demand in
agroeconomics

In economics, demand is an economic principle that
describes a consumer's desire, willingness, and ability to
pay a price for a specific good or service. Demand refers
to how much (quantity) of a product or service is desired
by buyers. The quantity demanded is the amount of a
product people are willing to buy at a certain price; the
relationship between price and quantity demanded is
known as the demand relationship (see also supply and
demand). The term demand signifies the ability or the
willingness to buy a particular commodity at a given
point of time.

Innumerable factors and circumstances could affect a

buyer's willingness or ability to buy a good.

Unit 6. Supply in
agroeconomics

In economics, supply is the amount of something that
firms, consumers, laborers, providers of financial assets,
or other economic agents are willing to provide to the
marketplace. Supply is often plotted graphically with the
quantity provided (the dependent variable) plotted
horizontally and the price (the independent variable)
plotted vertically.

In the goods market, supply is the amount of a product
per unit of time that producers are willing to sell at
various given prices when all other factors are held
constant. In the labor market, the supply of labor is the
amount of time per week, month, or year that
individuals are willing to spend working, as a function
of the wage rate.

Unit 7. Firms in
agroeconomics

A business, also known as an enterprise, company or a
firm is an organizational entity involved in the provision
of goods and services to consumers. Businesses are
prevalent in capitalist economies, where most of them
are privately owned and provide goods and services to
customers in exchange for other goods, services, or
money. Businesses may also be social non-profit
enterprises or state-owned public enterprises targeted for
specific social and economic objectives. A business
owned by multiple individuals may be formed as an
incorporated company or jointly organized as a
partnership. Countries have different laws that may
ascribe different rights to the various business entities.

Unit 8. Revenue in
agroeconomics

In business, revenue or turnover is income that a
company receives from its normal business activities,
usually from the sale of goods and services to
customers. In many countries, such as the United
Kingdom, revenue is referred to as turnover. Some
companies receive revenue from interest, royalties, or
other fees. Revenue may refer to business income in
general, or it may refer to the amount, in a monetary
unit, received during a period of time, as in "Last year,
Company X had revenue of $42 million." Profits or net




income.

expenses in a given period. In accounting, revenue is
often referred to as the "top line" due to its position on
the income statement at the very top. This is to be
contrasted with the "bottom line" which denotes net
