1. After experiencing serious food poisoning for several days, Susan went to the hospital.

There in the ER, a CT scan of her abdomen revealed a danger much greater than a routine
case of food poisoning: a cancerous tumor on her inferior vena cava. “The food poisoning has
saved her life", says the doctor. Her cancer is among the rarest and it takes so long to develop
symptoms that by the time it does, it's usually beyond what we could treat.

1. Common symptoms include pleuritic chest pain radiating to the shoulder and dyspnea; pain
improves with sitting up and expiration.

5. The organ of hearing is the spiral organ of Corti, and it is contained within the
cochlea.

6. Most patients between age 50 and 70; risks include hypertension, Marfan’s syndrome,
bicuspid aortic valve, coarctation of the aorta, and pregnancy

7. All body cells must be constantly supplied with oxygen and nutrients, and the circulatory
system is responsible for performing this task.

8. Fever, dry cough, wheezing, dyspnea, and weight loss—all variable from transient to
severe and progressive of chronic eosinophilic pneumonia.

9. In a chronic disease, which starts imperceptibly, the duration is difficult to assess and
only combined efforts of both patient and doctor may finally be successful.

1. Materials, which the threads are made of, are divided into absorbable and nonabsorbable
ones or natural and synthetic sutures. Non-absorbable sutures are applied on the skin and
in septic wounds. Absorbable threads, depending on their structure are divided into
monofilament, polifilament, braided, plaits, coated and uncoated ones. Time of their
absorbing is varied and depends on material properties; it can take from 14 days to 6
months. Absorbing progresses due to enzymatic disintegration and hydrolysis.

2. Liver palpation is performed with the right hand placed flat under right costal chest border,
parallel to the long body axis, then applying pressure at the depth of inspiration in an
attempt to move under the costal border in the right middle clavicular line and towards its
right side. In normal conditions, the lower liver border is not touched. During the
respiration, the lower liver border is slightly moving down and upwards. If the liver edge
can be detected on palpation, some additional features have to be determined as there are
various abnormalities related with specific diseases.

3. The resting membrane potential is maintained by sodium ions at a higher concentration
outside the cell and accumulation of potassium ions inside cardiomyocytes. The cell
membrane is impermeable for sodium ions during the resting state. They do not penetrate the
cell by passive diffusion driven by the gradient of concentrations. In the resting state, cell
membrane is however, permeable for potassium ions and the existing difference of these ion
concentrations between the cell interior and the extracellular space directs the diffusion
outside, counteracting the potential difference. The difference of the potential between the cell
interior and the intercellular space is maintained enzymatically — actively by Na+ K+ ATP-
ase, which transports these ions against the gradient of concentrations and the potentials of
electric charge.

4. Minimization of the invasiveness of surgical procedures is an advance that is arguably as
significant as the discovery of anesthesia. In recent decades, the advent of laparoscopy and
thoracoscopy reduced the debilitating, half-meter-long abdominal and chest incisions to a half
centimeter. The subsequent introduction of endoscopic and percutaneous techniques has
turned incisions into mere puncture wounds. Gallbladder surgery, resection of colonic polyps
and ovarian tumors, and cerns, including how to ensure the quality and appropriateness of the
procedures performed, how to make certain that patients have access to needed surgical care
nationally and internationally, and how to manage the immense costs. As early as the 1970s,
researchers began documenting substantial rates of fatal errors in surgical care, wide
differences in outcomes among institutions, and large disparities in access to care both within
the United States and between countries. The science of effectively routinizing surgery for
mass populations is still in its infancy, as it is for all areas of medicine.
