Periodization of the British literary process.
There is no evidence of a historical Beowulf, but
some characters, sites, and events in the poem
can be historically verified. The poem did not
appear in print until 1815. It is preserved in a
single manuscript that dates to circa 1000 and is
known as the Beowulf manuscript.

The literary movement of the age clearly reflects
the stirring life of the times.

Above all there is Chaucer, — scholar, traveler,
business man, courtier, sharing in all the stirring
life of his times, and reflecting it in literature as
no other but Shakespeare has ever done. Outside
of England the greatest literary influence of the
age was that of Dante, Petrarch, and Boccaccio,
whose works, then at the summit of their
influence in Italy, profoundly affected the
literature of all Europe.

Shakespeare, the English playwright and poet,
has influenced everyday English today. He wrote
a lot of plays and quite a lot of poems, and some
of the lines from poems and plays were used in
the English language because they were very
influential. So... that so many people around
him were saying all these things, and it was
just... He was the one to put them up in print,
but looking back through all the old books,
Shakespeare was the first person to put all these
actual phrases and words into print. So maybe
he heard other people saying them, but he was
the one who wrote them down.

1845, the family were back together at Haworth.

Tall, stooped, and self-conscious, ever adorned
with strong spectacles, Edward Lear was both a
melancholic* loner and a beloved entertainer. In
his diary he wrote, "I see life as basically tragic
and futile and the only thing that matters is
making little jokes.” This "nonsense," as he called
it, has played an important role in the history of
children’s literature. With his writings, Lear
popularized nonsense lyrics, particularly the
limerick, and initiated a new trend of humorous,
fanciful, noninstructive writing for children.
Where does the term ‘Limerick' come from? The
word derives from the Irish town of Limerick.
Apparently a pub song or tavern chorus based on
the refrain "Will you come up to Limerick?"
where, of course, such bawdy songs or 'Limericks'
were sung.
