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1. OBJECTIVE OF THE DISCIPLINE

Russian;

e to function independently in a Russian-speaking environment;

e to demonstrate a broad understanding of the people, movements, and events shaping
Russian cultural history;

e to demonstrate familiarity with representative works of Russian literature, fine arts,
music, and performance;

e to demonstrate cultural competence in Russian, including historical, political, social, and
aesthetic awareness.
