The objectives of pedagogical training practice within RUDN PhD program are
the following:

- mastery of methods and techniques of teaching and education in higher education
system,;

- participation in classes modeling, preparation of programs and projects, planning
of individual classes and special courses, selection of effective organization strategies;

- conducting classes in philological disciplines;

- study of modern information and technical means that contribute to the
educational process optimization;

- analysis of the current state of the quality and level of teaching of philological
disciplines to students of Bachelor and Master programs.
