Great Britain: general
information about the
country

Theme 1.1

Full official name of the state, discrepancies in the
country name

The full official name of the state is the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland.
Common discrepancies in the name arise from|
confusing the UK with Great Britain or England.
Great Britain refers only to the largest island
comprising England, Scotland, and Wales. The UK
includes these three countries plus Northern Ireland.
This confusion often leads to incorrect usage in|
everyday speech and international contexts.

State regalia — coat of arms, anthem, flag

The state regalia of the UK include the Royal Coat
of Arms, the national anthem "God Save the King,"
and the Union Flag (Union Jack). The Royal Coat of]
Arms features the motto "Dieu et mon droit" and
symbols of England, Scotland, and Ireland. The
Union Flag combines the crosses of St. George
(England), St. Andrew (Scotland), and St. Patrick]
(Ireland). Each of the four constituent countries also|
has its own patron saint and emblem.

The origin of the word "Britain"

The word "Britain" derives from the Latin|
"Britannia," which the Romans used for the island|
they partially conquered. The term likely originates
from a Celtic word, possibly "Pritani," meaning
"painted ones" or "tattooed people." This referred to
the ancient Britons' practice of body painting or
tattooing. Over time, the name evolved through
Greek and Latin sources into its modern form.

Administrative division of Great Britain

Great Britain is administratively divided into|
England, Scotland, and Wales. England is further
divided into regions, counties (or metropolitan and
non-metropolitan counties), districts, and civil
parishes. Scotland has 32 council areas, while Wales
is divided into 22 unitary authorities (counties and|
county boroughs). London has its own|
administrative system with 32 boroughs and the City|
of London.

Theme 2.1

Characteristics of the geographical location of
Great Britain. The area of the country.

Great Britain is an island nation located off the
northwestern coast of continental Europe. It lies
between the Atlantic Ocean and the North Sea. The
total area of the United Kingdom is approximately
243,610 square kilometers. Its geographical position
has historically provided natural defenses and
facilitated maritime trade. The country shares only
one land border, between Northern Ireland and the
Republic of Ireland.

Names of islands and archipelagos.
Main rivers, mountain ranges. The
water spaces separating the islands
from the European continent.

Major islands include Great Britain,
Ireland (partially), the Isle of Man, the
Hebrides, the Orkney Islands, and the
Shetland Islands. Main rivers are the
Thames, Severn, and Trent; principal
mountain ranges include the Pennines,
the Cambrian Mountains, and the
Scottish  Highlands. The English
Channel (including the Strait of Dover)
and the North Sea separate the islands
from the European continent. The Irish
Sea lies between Great Britain and
Ireland.

The climate of the country.

The UK has a temperate maritime climate,
characterized by mild winters, cool summers, and|
frequent rainfall throughout the year. The Gulf
Stream brings warm Atlantic currents, making
winters milder than other regions at similar latitudes.
Weather is highly changeable and unpredictable,
often varying within short distances and timescales.
Rainfall is more abundant in the western highlands|
(e.g., Scotland and Wales) than in the east.

Theme 3.1

The size and distribution of the population in the
country. The largest cities.

The UK has a population of approximately 67
million people, making it one of the most densely|
populated countries in Europe. Population
distribution is uneven, with the majority|
concentrated in urban areas of England, particularly|
the southeast. The largest cities are London (the
capital), Birmingham, Manchester, Glasgow,
Liverpool, Leeds, and Sheffield. London along
accounts for over 8 million residents, while large
areas of Scotland and Wales remain sparsely|
populated.

The
demographic situation in the country.

The ethnic composition is predominantly White
British (approximately 82% of the population), with|
significant minority groups of Asian, Black, Mixed,
and other origins.

Caribbean backgrounds. The demographic situation|
features an aging population, low birth rates, and net]
migration gains. Life expectancy is high, and
population growth now depends largely on|
immigration.

monarch is the head of state but has limited political
power. Parliament originated from medieval
councils advising the monarch, with its modern form|
emerging from the 13th century onwards. Power is
divided into three branches: legislative (Parliament),
executive (the government led by the Prime
Minister), and judicial (courts). The monarch's role
is largely ceremonial, including opening Parliament|
and giving Royal Assent to laws.

Theme 4.2

The structure of Parliament. The House of Lords.
The House of Commons. Principles of the
Parliament's work

Parliament consists of two houses: the House of]
Commons and the House of Lords. The House of]
Commons is elected by the public and holds primary|
legislative power; it has 650 members (MPs). The
House of Lords is mostly appointed and includes life
peers, bishops, and hereditary peers (with limited
numbers). Parliament works on principles such as|
parliamentary sovereignty, collective responsibility,
and the supremacy of the Commons.

Features of the application of the constitutional
agreement. The electoral system

The UK has an uncodified constitution based on|
statutes, common law, conventions, and authoritative
works. Constitutional agreements (conventions) are
unwritten rules that are politically binding, such as
the monarch acting on ministerial advice. The
electoral system for the House of Commons is first-
past-the-post, where each constituency elects one
candidate by simple majority. General elections are]
held at least every five years, and the leader of the
majority party becomes Prime Minister.

The structure of the judiciary

The judiciary is independent of the government and|
Parliament, headed by the Supreme Court
(established in 2009). The Supreme Court is the final
court of appeal for civil cases in the UK and criminal
cases in England, Wales, and Northern Ireland.
Below it are the Court of Appeal, the High Court,
and the Crown Court (for criminal cases), along with|
magistrates' courts and county courts. Scotland has|
its own separate court system, including the High|
Court of Justiciary and the Court of Session.

Theme 5.1

The Paleolithic, Neolithic, and Iron Age in the
British Isles. Tribes inhabiting the territory of the
islands

During the Paleolithic, hunter-gatherers first
inhabited the British Isles when they were still
connected to Europe. The Neolithic period saw the
introduction of farming, permanent settlements, and|
the construction of megalithic monuments like
Stonehenge. The Iron Age brought Celtic culture and
the building of hill forts. Tribes inhabiting the
islands included the Britons (south), the Picts|
(north), and the Gaels (Ireland).

The Celtic Conquest

The Celtic conquest of Britain occurred in several
waves from around 750 BC to the Ist century BC.

The Celts brought ironworking technology, new|

They organized society into tribes led by chieftains|
and druids as religious and intellectual leaders.
Celtic culture dominated the British Isles until the
Roman invasion.

The Roman Conquest

Theme 5.3 The Roman Conquest
The Roman conquest of Britain began under
Emperor Claudius in AD 43, following earlier
expeditions by Julius Caesar. The Romans gradually|
conquered England and Wales, but never fully|
subdued Scotland (Caledonia). They established|
towns, roads, baths, and defensive walls like
Hadrian's Wall. Roman rule lasted until AD 410,
leaving a legacy of Latin language elements, urban|
planning, and Christianity.

Theme 5.4

The Anglo-Saxon conquest

The Anglo-Saxon conquest began in the 5th century|
after the Roman withdrawal, with Germanic tribes|
(Angles, Saxons, and Jutes) invading from
continental Europe. They pushed the native Britons|
westward into Wales, Cornwall, and across the
Channel to Brittany. The conquest established
several kingdoms (the Heptarchy) and laid the
foundations of the English language and many legal
customs. The Anglo-Saxon period lasted until the
Norman Conquest of 1066.

Christianity

Christianity was first introduced during Roman|
times but largely retreated after their departure. St.
Augustine re-established Christianity in southern|
England in AD 597, sent by Pope Gregory the Great.
Meanwhile, Irish missionaries, notably St. Aidan,
spread Christianity in the north from Iona. The
Synod of Whitby (AD 664) unified the Roman and
Celtic traditions under Roman authority.

Theme 5.6

The Danish Conquest

The Danish (Viking) conquest began with raids in|
the late 8th century and escalated to full-scale
invasion in the 9th century. The Danelaw was
established, controlling much of eastern and northern
England under Danish law and customs. King Alfred
the Great of Wessex resisted and secured a peace
treaty, but later Danish kings, including Cnut the
Great, ruled all of England (1016—1042). The Danish|
invasions left lasting influences on English language,
law, and place names.

Theme 5.7

The Norman Conquest

The Norman Conquest of 1066, led by William the
Conqueror (Duke of Normandy), followed his|
victory at the Battle of Hastings over King Harold II.
This event transformed England by introducing
Norman French as the language of the elite,
feudalism, and continental administrative systems.
The Domesday Book (1086) was a comprehensive
survey of landholdings. The conquest merged|
Anglo-Saxon and Norman cultures, profoundly|
shaping English society and language.

Theme 5.8

Feudal England

Feudal England was characterized by a rigid
hierarchical system based on land ownership and
loyalty to the king. The king granted land (fiefs) to
barons in exchange for military service, and barons
subgranted land to knights and peasants. The
majority of the population were serfs or villeins who|
worked the land in exchange for protection. This
system peaked under the Norman kings and|
gradually declined by the late medieval period.

Theme 5.9

The emergence of the capitalist system in the 16th
century

The 16th century saw the emergence of early|
capitalism through the growth of trade, overseas|
exploration, and the enclosure movement.
Enclosures privatized common lands, displacing
peasants and creating a landless workforce for
emerging industries. The wool trade and the
establishment of chartered trading companies (e.g.,
the East India Company, 1600) generated significant
capital. This period laid the groundwork for the later
Industrial Revolution.

Theme 5.10

The Bourgeois Revolution of the 17th century

The English Bourgeois Revolution (the English Civil
War, 1642—-1651) resulted from conflicts between|
Parliament and King Charles I over taxation,
religion, and royal authority. The Parliamentary|
forces led by Oliver Cromwell defeated the
Royalists, leading to Charles I's execution (1649)
and the establishment of the Commonwealth and
later the Protectorate. The monarchy was restored in|
1660, but the Glorious Revolution (1688) established|
constitutional limits on royal power. These events|
confirmed parliamentary sovereignty and the rise of]
capitalist class interests.

The creation of the British Colonial Empire

The British Empire began with the establishment of]
colonies in North America, the Caribbean, and India
in the 17th and early 18th centuries. The loss of the
American colonies in 1783 was followed by
expansion into Canada, Australia, New Zealand,
Africa, and Asia. The empire became the largest in
history, facilitated by naval power, trading
companies, and settlement. By the 19th century,
Britain was called "the empire on which the sun|
never sets."

Theme 5.12

The industrial revolution of the 18th century

The Industrial Revolution began in Britain in the
mid-18th century, driven by innovations in textiles|
(spinning jenny, power loom), steam power (Watt's
engine), and iron production. It led to the rise of]
factories, urbanization, the development of canals
and railways, and a massive shift from agrarian to|
industrial society.

The Victorian Age (1837-1901, reign of Queen

JIK, C3




Victoria) was a period of industrial expansion,
imperial confidence, and social reform. Britain|
reached the height of its power, with vast colonial
holdings and economic dominance. Social reforms|
included factory acts limiting child labor, public
health acts, and the expansion of education and
voting rights (Reform Acts). The era also saw the
rise of the middle class, strict moral codes, and
significant cultural and scientific achievements.

Theme 5.14

The Chartist Movement in 19th century

The Chartist Movement (1838-1857) was 4
working-class  political movement demanding
democratic reforms. Their People's Charter included
six demands: universal male suffrage, secret ballots,
no property qualifications for MPs, payment for
MPs, equal electoral districts, and annual
parliaments. The movement presented three massive
petitions to Parliament, all rejected. Although it
failed immediately, most of its demands were
eventually enacted later in the 19th and 20th|
centuries.

British politics in the 20th century. The 1st World
War. The 2nd World War

Britain entered WWI (1914-1918) as part of the
Triple Entente, suffering massive casualties and
economic strain. The interwar period saw the Irish
War of Independence and the establishment of the
Irish Free State (1922). In WWII (1939-1945),
Britain stood alone against Nazi Germany in 1940
before allying with the USSR and USA. Post-war,
Britain became a founding member of the UN and
NATO, while decolonization began rapidly after the
war.

Great Britain in the second half of the 20th
century. The Reign of Elizabeth I1

The reign of Elizabeth II (1952-2022) witnessed
decolonization of Africa, Asia, and the Caribbean, as
well as the Falklands War (1982). Domestically, the
post-war consensus on welfare and nationalization|
was challenged by Margaret Thatcher's free-market
policies (1979-1990). The UK joined the EEC (later
EU) in 1973. Social changes included the decline of]
traditional industries, the rise of service economy,
and devolution to Scotland, Wales, and Northern|
Ireland (late 1990s).

Great Britain in the 21st century. Joining the
EU. Causes and consequences of secession
from the EU. Prime Ministers in the 21st
century

Britain joined the EEC in 1973, but
Euroscepticism  grew  over  sovereignty,
immigration, and regulations. The 2016
referendum resulted in 52% voting to leave the
EU ("Brexit"), officially completed in January
2020.  Consequences included  economic
disruptions, new trade barriers, and political
instability. Prime Ministers of the 21st century
include Tony Blair, Gordon Brown, David

Cameron, Theresa May, Boris Johnson, Liz

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Truss, and Rishi Sunak (and later Keir Starmer
from 2024).

Great Britain is a post-industrial economy where the
service sector dominates, contributing approximately
80% of GDP. Manufacturing has declined from its
historical peak, replaced by finance, insurance,
business services, and creative industries. London is
a leading global financial center, alongside New|
York and Singapore. The UK remains a member of]
the G7, G20, and has a high-income, technologically|
advanced economy.

The country's position in the global economy.
Leading sectors of the country's economy

The UK is the sixth-largest economy in the world by
nominal GDP. Leading sectors include financial
services (banking, insurance, asset management),
creative industries (film, music, advertising),
aerospace, pharmaceuticals, and information|
technology. London's financial district (the City) and
Canary Wharf are global hubs. The UK also has|
significant natural resources, including North Sea oil
and natural gas.
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Theme 6.3

The level of agricultural development. Import
and export

Agriculture in the UK is highly mechanized and
efficient, contributing about 0.6% of GDP but
utilizing 70% of land. Major products include wheat,
barley, potatoes, sugar beets, dairy, beef, and lamb.
The UK imports about 40% of its food, particularly|
fruits, vegetables, and processed goods. Main
exports are machinery, vehicles, pharmaceuticals,
and chemicals, while top trading partners include the
US, Germany, the Netherlands, France, and Chinal
(post-Brexit).

University education in Britain began at Oxford
(11th century) and Cambridge (13th century),
evolving into world-leading institutions.

emphasizing empiricism and reason. Great scientists
include Isaac Newton (physics), Charles Darwin|

Theme 8.1

The influence of the main events of British

The Roman conquest introduced Latin loanwords|
related to administration, military, and daily life
(e.g., "street," "wall"). Anglo-Saxon invasions
provided the core vocabulary of everyday English.
The Viking (Danish) conquest added Norse words|
(e.g., "sky," "leg," "they"). The Norman Conquest]
contributed thousands of French words (e.g.,
"government," "justice," "royal"), enriching English
with synonyms for Anglo-Saxon terms.
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Theme 8.2

Geographical names on the map of the country
and the realities associated with them.

Geographical names often reflect historical layers:
Celtic elements (e.g., "Avon" = river, "London"
possibly Celtic), Roman elements (e.g., "chester"
from Latin "castra" = camp), Anglo-Saxon elements
(e.g., "ton" = farm, "ham" = village), and Danish
elements (e.g., "by" = village, "thorp" = farmstead).
Realities associated include regions (Cotswolds,
Lake District), landmarks (White Cliffs of Dover),
and modern administrative areas (Greater London,
Home Counties).
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Theme 8.3

Terms and expressions reflecting the specifics of
the modern socio-cultural and political situation
in the country

Modern terms include "Brexit" (British exit from the
EU), "the Blitz spirit" (wartime resilience), "welfare
state" (post-war social security system), "devolution"
(transfer of powers to Scotland, Wales, Northern|
Ireland), "the Troubles" (Northern Ireland conflict),
"Corbynism" (left-wing politics), "levelling up"
(regional inequality policy), and "the North-South|
divide." Expressions like "keeping calm and carrying
on" and "parliamentary sovereignty" reflect political
culture.
